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VITAMIN A INDICATIONS
The Medicines Control Council has resolved:
1. That the indications for formulations containing 100 000 IU or 200 000 IU vitamin A be:

· To decrease the risk of measles related complications and death in pre-school children with malnutrition and/or vitamin deficiency.

· Vitamin A deficiency states, e.g. night blindness (nyctalopia) and xerophthalmia.

2.
That the indication for formulations containing 100 000 IU or 200 000 IU vitamin A

· To decrease the risk and severity of respiratory infections and diarrhoea in pre-school children with malnutrition and/or vitamin A deficiency

be reconsidered.  

3. That the package inserts for all other vitamin A-containing products be reviewed. The pharmacological classification should be considered with this review.
