The Medicines Control Council has resolved that: 

The following information be included in the package inserts of ACE inhibitors and Angiotensin Receptor Blockers (ARBs):

Contra-indications:
· Sensitivity to any of the components of (TRADE NAME)
· A history of angioedema related to previous therapy with ACE inhibitors or angiotensin receptor blockers (ARBs):  These patients must never again be given these medicines.

· Hereditary or idiopathic angioedema

· Hypertrophic obstructive cardiomyopathy (HOCM).

· Moderate to severe renal function impairment (creatinine clearance less than 30 ml/min) 

· Bilateral renal artery stenosis

· Renal artery stenosis in patients with a single kidney

· Aortic stenosis

· Concomitant therapy with potassium sparing diuretics such as spironolactone, triamterene, amiloride.

· Porphyria

· Thiazide diuretics in (fixed dose) combination with (TRADE NAME) should not be given to patients with Addison’s disease.  This therapy is also contraindicated in patients with severe renal impairment or anuria, and in patients who show hypersensitivity to other sulphonamide-derived medicines.

· Lithium therapy: Concomitant administration with (TRADE NAME) may lead to toxic blood concentrations of lithium.

· Pregnancy and lactation (see PREGNANCY AND LACTATION).
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
